	There are a few parts to this project. The rubric for how I will grade them is on the back of this page and they are due WITH this page on Monday, November 9th.  As the syllabus says, no late work will be accepted unless you were sick and bring an excuse.
Part One:
	You will research three schools for your project.  At least one must be from outside of Alabama. The questions you should answer (in complete sentences, as always) are:
1. Where is this college located?
2. How far away is it from Northport, Alabama?
3. What is the enrollment? (How many students go there?)
4. What is the major that they are most known for? (We will discuss this further in class)
5. What is their mascot and their school colors?
6. Are there any famous alumni that went to school there?
7. What is the required GPA and ACT/SAT to go to this school?
8. How much does it  cost to go to this school (For the total of four years)?
9. What is their website?
10. When was the college founded?

Part Two:
	You will pick a college from the three that you researched that sounded the most interesting to you. You will write a short report that gives the details of the answers you found in part one as well as why you would like to go there for college. This needs to be a quality report, not just a few sentences that just barely answer the questions. I want you to elaborate like we did on our essay prompt responses!  Expected length- 1-2 quality paragraphs.

	You will draw the logo for the college that you have picked as well as write 2-3 interesting facts about it below. This will be the cover of your project and should have your name, date, and class period on it!

	All 3 colleges researched with all of the questions answered with complete sentences. Very neat.

	Part Two
	Well-written, student really responded to the prompt completely, few to no errors.
	Decently written with just a few facts or no explanation of why they would go to this school. Somewhat brief and/or has a few errors.
	Not very well written, several errors or very brief.
	Not completed or just a few sentences.

	Part Three
	Colorful, neat, good facts, name, date, and class are all present, stapled together.
	Colorful, perhaps a bit sloppy, just a few facts listed, missing name, class, or date.
	Messy, not very colorful, or few to no facts.
